


REQUEST FOR QUALIFICATIONS / REQUEST FOR PROPOSALS
ISSUED BY THE CITY OF WARNER ROBINS FOR THE G-RAMP ENVIRONMENTAL ASSESSMENT

Background

The City of Warner Robins currently owns property adjacent to Robins Air Force Base and
intends to develop the property as the Georgia-Robins Aerospace Maintenance Partnership also
known as G-RAMP. This project is intended to expand the capabilities of Robins Air Force Base
by providing additional hangar facilities and runway access. The initial step in the development
of G-RAMP is the completion of an Environmental Assessment consistent with the National
Environmental Policy Act (NEPA). Therefore, the City of Warner Robins is seeking a qualified
firm with extensive experience in environmental assessments/ engineering to conduct the
necessary assessment and analysis related to the Environmental Assessment of 91 +/- acres
adjacent to Robins Air Force Base owned by the City of Warner Robins.

The 91 +/- acres is part of a larger tract of land (total 544 acres) and has been identified as
potentially the most suitable for the development of G-RAMP. A location map, plat of the
entire property and topo of the site are attached for reference.

Upon receipt of a “Finding of No Significant Impact (FONSI),” the City of Warner Robins intends
to construct the G-RAMP facilities and necessary infrastructure. At a later date, the City of
Warner Robins (or an affiliated body) may seek the services of an engineering firm for the
design and construction of the G-RAMP facilities and infrastructure.

Scope

Specifically, services are requested for completion of the Environmental Assessment in
accordance with National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) and the receipt of a “Finding of No
Significant Impact (FONSI)” to the satisfaction of both the City of Warner Robins and Robins Air
Force Base. The Environmental Assessment must address the following areas related to the 91
+/- acres owned by the City of Warner Robins:

Topography

Surface Waters

Floodplains and Wetlands

Storm Water

Geology and Soils

Groundwater

Water Supply and Drinking Water

Regional Air Quality and Air Emission Sources
Wastewater

Solid Waste

Hazardous Materials and Hazardous Waste



Toxic Materials

Noise Environment

Biological Environment (including flora, fauna, endangered, threatened, and sensitive
species)

Cultural Resources (historic buildings, archeological sites)

Socioeconomic Environment

Transportation and Safety

The completion of the Environmental Assessment will require coordination with officials from

Robins

Air Force Base, the City of Warner Robins and others throughout the process. The

selected firm will be required to:

Provide monthly progress reports throughout the term of the contract,

Attend and/or conduct meetings regarding the Environmental Assessment,

Provide written documentation of all project-related meetings and conferences,
Compose/produce drafts of the Environmental Assessment document--both print and
electronic format.

Compose/produce the final Environmental Assessment document--both print and
electronic format.
